1 Preparation for Installation

1.Too many windows and doors surrounds machine will
cause air convection, worsening good performance of
wind-exhaust(Fig1-1).

2. There shall be adequate ventilation of the room when
the range hood is used with appliances burning gas

or other fuels at the same time.

3. Machine shall be installed on frontal upper side of
cooking area (Fig 1-2).

4, After installation, machine shall be kept in horizontal
position, otherwise grease in oil collectors (either

round or square ones) will be going to lower side and
pouring out of collectors (Fig1-3).

5. Distance between exhaust vent and machine shall be
suitable so it can avoid air flow going inside of pipe to
affect good efficiency of wind exhaust.

6.It's suggested to 70-80cm height between cooking
Surface and vertical front of machine (Fig1-4).

7. Exhaust vent must not be discharged into a flue which
Is used for exhausting fumes from appliances burning
Gas or other fuels.

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2 Installation Procedures

1. Open packing carton to check warranty card, instruction
booklet, pipe adapter and so forth accessories are not
lost.

2. Before installation, check every functions of switching
are going well condition (such as motor running,
illumination).

3. Select suitable position for installation, drilling hole on
the wall by using 1/4" thread bit and put screw lock
inside the hole to fit wooden screw with matching
hanging hole (Fig2-1).

4, Adjust hangers of both sides, hang on machine onto
wooden screw (Fig2-2).

5. After machine is equipped, always keeps machine body
in horizontal status (same as front mentioned point 1.).

6. Installation position of Exhaust Vent:
1)Exhaust vent is located on front of cooking surface
(Fig2-3). Knock out one piece of glass, plywood is
fitted to exhaust pipe to go through.
2)Never damage the wall. Cooking surface do not close
to window.
A. Select the window is nearest to cooking surface,
connect exhaust pipe to go through window to outdoor,
or.
B. Select the wall is nearest to cooking surface, dril
Hole on the wall to connect exhaust pipe to outdoor.
7. Drill a Hole On The Wall (Fig2-4):
1)Measuring the position of elbow is on front of wall.
2)Circling the drilling range on the wall, use drill to dig a
Hole.
3)When drilling hole, be careful of wall construction and
material in avoiding to damage other wall surface.
8. Installation of Exhaust Pipe (Fig2-5)

Insert one side of exhaust pipe to the adapter fitted on the top
vent of machine. Then, another side of pipe is fitted to go
through exhaust hole.

Installation and Dismatling of Round Oil
Collector:

Empty dirty oil collectors when they are 4/5
full of oil. Pour dirty oil and clean collectors
with detergent, then put it back to original
position.

To remove round oil collector, just turn oil
collector by counterclockwise direction. When
want to put it back, just need to turn oil
collector by clockwise direction to make sure it
has been inserted into the slot with screw
tighten together.

The machine can also be used as a ventilator.
plastic oil cups is disposable for 4 pcs are
enclosed with every machine.

After cleaning, assemble the parts in reverse
procedures as aboved shown.

4 Safety Guide

1. The range hood must be earthed.
2. Disconnect power supply before detaching the hood.
3. Connect the range hood with a separate pipe to exhaust soot to outdoor.
Most of soot has been exhausted thru the pipe to outdoor when range hood
is turned on, so only the negligible oil will be left in the oil cup.
4. To protect the electrical parts, do not splash or spray the range hood with water.

5 Maintenance

Maintenance is more Important than Replacement.
% Good maintenance gives the best performance and prolongs the life of machine.

Please maintain your machine periodically.

Y Turn off power supply before maintenance.

A. Always keeps machine clean.
Ater each use, please wipe machine housing and bottom cover plate with a dry
cloth or a wet cloth with mild detergent. Always keeps machine clean in order to
maintain appearance and sanitation.
